ROMNEY'S BROKAW AD: FAIR USE?
You've  probably seen this by now -- the latest Romney attack ad on Newt Gingrich that features neither Gingrich or Romney (or at least not until the disclaimer at the end).  Instead, it's all Tom Brokaw, from a 1997 NBC Nightly News segment.
NBC has now asked that Romney pull the video, with Brokaw adding that he feels "extremely uncomfortable" with the use of his likeness.  On today's Brian Lehrer Show, ABC chief White House correspondent Jake Tapper weighed in on the controversy:  "It's part of being a journalist...I have nothing but respect for Tom Brokaw...but if we're allowed to report on these guys, as long as they are using our reports fairly and accurately, I don't see the problem."
